1914-1915

Everett and Minnie married sometime during this period – place unknown.

1915 December 19
Everett and Minnie Cooley’s first son Andrew Tyson Cooley was born in Missouri. Mother’s maiden name was given as Dotson. [Source: California Death Records Index on Ancestry.com & Social Security Death Index.]

1917 June 5

Everett Edward Cooley registered for WWI while living in Joplin, Missouri. He stated that he was born 30 July 1886 and was born in Macon City, Missouri. He was married with one child. He was 58 inches tall with blue eyes and red hair.  He was a miner and lived at 1209 Grand Avenue, Joplin, Missouri. [Source: WWI Registration Card]

Everett was married with two sons. His wife was Minnie Opal, age 32, born in Missouri. His sons are Andrew Tyson Cooley, age 4, and Robert Edgar, age 1 1/12, both are born in Missouri. 1931 February 20
Everett Cooley was the informant on his brother Zeddie C. Cooley’s death certificate.  Everett Cooley said he lived in St. Louis, Missouri and signed as Everett Cooley. [Source: Missouri State Board of Health, Certificate of Death, File number: 6260]
1940 September 16
Son Andrew Tyson Cooley enlisted as a Private in the Coastal Artillery Corp. while living in San Diego, California. He was single and was 66 inches tall and weighted 133 pounds. He had a grammar school education. [Source: WWII Army Enlistment Records, 1938-1946]


1945 July 17

Everett Cooley was the informant on his brother Zollie E. Cooley’s death certificate. Everett Cooley lived in Richmond, California and signed as Everett Cooley. [Source: Missouri State Board of Health, Certificate of Death, File number: 24924] 

1953 September 12
Everett Edward Cooley died in San Francisco County, California. His death certificate stated that his mother’s maiden name was Brammer and his father’s surname was Cooley.  His 
birth date was given as 30 July 1888. His Social Security number was 493-10-2816. [Source: California Death Records Index on Ancestry. com]
1953 September 13
Everett E. Cooley’s obituary appeared in the San Francisco Examiner Newspaper. His wife was named Anna P. Cooley. Both sons are listed along with what turned out to be stepchildren and step grandchildren. [Source: San Francisco Examiner, San Francisco, California]

1984 May 8

Son Andrew Tyson Cooley died in Solano County, California. Mother’s maiden name was Dotson [Source: California Death Records Index on Ancestry. com & Social Security Death Index]

Questions to be answered:

1. Where did Everett E. Cooley and Minnie Opal Dotson marry? Minnie’s parents were in Cass County, Missouri on the 1910 and 1920 census.
2. Did Minnie die after the 1920 census and before the 1930 census? No, they were apparently divorced as Minnie died in San Diego on 10 May 1985 with the surname Joffe [2nd husband?] and maiden name Dotson.
3. Where was Everett E. Cooley on the 1930 census?

4. Check the San Diego City Directories for the years around 1940 for Andrew Tyson Cooley and his mother.
5. Was Everett Edward Cooley estranged from his two sons? Could this be the reason there wasn’t any grandchildren listed for them?
6. Need to get an obituary for Minnie Joffe to see if the sons are listed. Tried the S.D. Union and there wasn't one. There wasn't one found in the San Diego Union-Tribune.
7. Wife Anna P. Cooley was married 1st  to Emil Lofgren. Were they divorced? I believe he died 15 Nov 1952 in Alameda – at least there was an Emil Lofgren on the California Death Index which could be him.
